New Swamis Speak…

It was the most auspicious day of Maha 

Shivaratri, 2005, in the Mumbai ashram. The 

sound of vedic chanting and ‘Om Namah Shivaya’ 

floated down from the sanctified eminence of the 

shrine where Lord Jagadeeshwara presides over 

everything. The image of Pujya Swami Tapovan 

Maharaj sat in stately statuesque silence, in front 

of Pujya Gurudev Swami Chinmayananda’s kutia, 

witnessing the deeksha rituals that had started 

at about 5am. There was a subdued sense of 

excitement in the air, as the devotees waited for 

Pujya Guruji Swami Tejomayananda and the 

five newly initiated Swamis to emerged from the 

kutia. The new saffron robes and the deeksha 

names were given to them formally by Pujya 

Guruji inside Gurudev’s kutia. Slowly they came 

out in true spiritual splendor and it was a vision 

to be cherished. Later, Sri Radhakrishnan Pillai 

was privileged to interview them. We present 

below a summary of what each of them 

said on this sacred occasion.
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Sannyaasa is not just a feeling or a mere change of robes. In its highest sense, 
this term indicates the abidance in the Self alone, by renouncing (samyak 
nyaasa) the apparent sense of identification with the not-Self (anaatma). 
Another profound meaning of the word sannyaasi is samyak nyaasi — one 
who is the perfect trustee of the Lord’s belongings, indicating that such 
a renunciate has totally given up the sense of ‘my-ness’ in the world of 
objects and beings, and has substituted the ‘my-ness’ of God, Ishwara, on 
the world. So such a seeker may be a pratinidhi (representative) and not 
a nidhipati (owner of wealth).

For a seeker, who is aspiring to attain the highest meaning of sannyaasa, 
the Bhagavad Geeta indicates that only a person who is free from burning 
hatred and clinging attachment is a perpetual sannyaasi.

These are pointers for our own journey towards the Ultimate Goal, reaching 
which nothing remains to be stained or unattained. May Pujya Gurudev 
give us the ability to walk this shining path under the blessed guidance 
of Pujya Guruji.

SWAMI VEDATMANANDA 
(KNOWN EARLIER AS BR. SAVESHWARA CHAITANYA)

On Jan. 2, 05, in Chennai, Guruji had asked me if I was ready for the 
deeksha. Hence I was mentally prepared for it. Today’s ceremony was a 
final touch to that mental preparation.

During the ceremony, Pujya Guruji instructed us to follow three principles:

ɶɶ Abide in yourself.
ɶɶ Teach Vedanta.
ɶɶ Love everybody.

Throughout the ceremony, which was held in front of Swami Tapovanji 
Maharaj’s image and in Gurudev’s kutia. I felt a great inner happiness.

SWAMI TATTWANANDA 
(KNOWN EARLIER AS BR. PRAKASH CHAITANYA)

My vision of sannyaasa is an intense prayer to become His instrument.

When I got up in the morning, I felt the same as usual. Before the sannyaasa 
deeksha I went to the meditation room in Gurudev’s kutia, where I felt 
the presence of Gurudev and became completely charged.
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During the ceremony, Guruji made a statement that touched me very deeply. 
He said, “We will now become His instruments. When people prostrate 
to you, think of Gurudev who functions through you.” Guruji himself is 
Gurudev’s instrument speaking to us.

The whole day I lived with a new feeling and a divine chanting of ‘Om 
Namah Shivaya’ both inside and outside. (During the Maha Shivaratri Day 
celebrations in Powai ashram, Mumbai, everybody chants the ‘Om Namah 
Shivaya’ mantra aloud all day till midnight.)

SWAMI PRAKASHANANDA 
(KNOWN EARLIER AS BR. PREM CHAITANYA) 

Sannyaasa is not taking up anything new, it is leaving everything… 
Sannyaasa is assuming an identity-less identity. 

The sannyaasa tradition also implies some fundamental duties like 
dedication to our Guru and the upholding of Sanatana Dharma. Living 
up to the ideals of sannyaasa means constant identification with the Self, 
like Ramana Maharshi, who was a total sannyaasi, even without taking up 
saffron robes. Sannyaasa is living life in sakshi bhava, as a constant witness. 

SWAMI RAMANANDA 
(KNOWN EARLIER AS SRI K.R. PAI, FROM SIDDHABARI)

Among all those who got deeksha today, I am the only one who has not 
done the Vedanta Course systematically. Nor do I have much experience 
in field work (prachara).

I met Pujya Gurudev for the first time in 1967. My involvement with the 
Mission in these last 38 years has resulted in this sannyaasa. It is only 
Gurudev’s and Guruji’s love throughout that has brought me to this stage.

I used to wonder earlier, ‘What difference does a cloth make?’ But now after 
wearing the saffron robes, I feel the difference. It is a profound experience.

( F R O M  TA P O VA N  P R A S A D ,  M AY  2 0 0 5 ) 
Swami Abhedananda (known earlier as Br. Abhay Chaitanya)
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First of all, I would like to address the idea of Brahman. Many people view 
Hinduism as one of the world’s only Polytheistic religion, and in a sense 
we are, however, in this class I learnt a little more about this “Brahman”. 
Some say, Brahman is a nameless spirit, but it’s actually not even a spirit. It’s 
a sort of energy. It’s nameless, genderless, shapeless, however it’s powerful 
and mystic. It interconnects the world, and everyone and everything is 
Brahman. This is one of the founding principles of Hinduism, that each 
and everyone one of us, is God. When I first heard this, I was incredibly 
confused. But now as I reflect, I understand that the idea of Brahman is 
that first, we are all the same and connected, and second if we reflect 
about ourselves we will be able to connect with this supernatural energy 
within us. So then what’s holding us back? If we are all the same and if 
we belong to a religion, which teaches this to us, then why do we still 
antagonize people? Why do we fight wars? Why do we have enemies? 
The answer is ego. Ego is this sense of singularity, of individuality. Not 
that we aren’t unique, but that we are separate from our surroundings, 
the idea of disconnectedness, the notion of “I vs. We” is one of the main 
instigators of conflict. This “I” or “me” mentality leads to selfishness, 
jealousy, putting our interests before that of everyone else. The Bhagavad-
Gita provides steps and a way to connect with our inner Brahman, and by 
following the teachings in the Gita; we are able to destroy this illusion of 
disconnectedness, and become a better, kinder, more selfless person who 
can really benefit the community, and the world. 

ReflectionsReflections

The Bhagavad-Gita lays out many ideas and foundations 
for living one’s life that is truly profound and applicable 
to our lives. These “eternal truths”, which is actually the 

true meaning of the name of Hinduism, are influential 
to people of all ages and all time periods. 
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Another idea in the Geeta is the idea of Karma. Karma is actually a very 
scientific and simplistic principle. Karma reiterates the Newtonian idea 
that for every action, there is always an equal and opposite reaction. 
This influences my life and me every day because it makes me aware of 
my actions and their consequences. The law of Karma reminds me that 
everything I do; even the smallest action can have a reciprocal effect that 
can either be positive or negative. I am now constantly monitoring my 
actions and thoughts so that I have a “good” Karma.

Something new I learnt from this class was a renewed idea of Dharma. 
The long held belief is that Dharma is synonymous with duty, or what 
ones’ duty is.  I would find out, however, that this is not entirely true. 
Dharma, according to the Geeta, is that which makes something what it 
is.” For example fire’s dharma is to burn, or the sun’s dharma is to provide 
light. A person’s dharma however is more ambiguous. Each one of us, has 
something that makes us who we are, we all have our dharma. However, 
it is hard for us to know our Dharma. That is what one of the main 
messages of the Geeta is. We need to discover ourselves, and try to find 
out what our Dharma is. In addition, the definition of a sin is something, 
which we do, which contrasts with our Dharma. Anything that makes us 
feel guilty or any action that impacts us emotionally in a bad way is a 
sin; it is against our nature and our Dharma. 

Speaking of Actions, the Bhagavad-Gita gives a path or almost a list of 
steps. Arjuna at the beginning of Chapter 3 asks, which is better to attain 
Moksha, the Path of Knowledge, or the Path of Action; to which Krishna 
responds Knowledge is better, but both paths lead to the same result. With 
the Path of Actions or Karma Yoga, it is necessary however to begin to 
renounce those actions in order to gain bliss. This does not mean that we 
should completely give up action and run away to the forest as Arjuna was 
trying to do. We should instead perform actions without being attached 
to the result. For example, in my life and the lives of many other high 
school students, we are faced with a lot of work and primarily exams. It 
is essential to study as hard as you can and put in all your efforts and 
actions into this test. However, if you do not do well, you should not be 
saddened or distraught by the result. This does not mean that you don’t 
care if you get an F. If you do get a bad score, you should see what you 
did wrong and where you can improve. You should not however become 
so distraught that it affects your other grades. On the other hand, if you 
do well, you should not become overconfident or cocky, and should not 
live in this ecstatic world you have built for yourself and end up neglecting 
to study for later tests, because this also harms you. Instead you must be 
happy, but quickly return to this state of calm and focus, and by doing 
this, you will achieve a sense of peace and happiness.

This peace and happiness is the true meaning of Moksha. According to the 
Gita, the main form of salvation is being free from the pairs of opposites 
we are faced with in our lives. These pairs of opposites include success 
and failure and even joy and sorrow. You might ask, “Why would I want 
to give up joy and happiness? Why would I want to trade these away for 
a life of monotony? Isn’t the happiness worth all the sorrows?” While the 
idea of Moksha presented in the Gita seems monotonous and boring, it 
is not. Moksha isn’t eternal bliss in the sense of happiness, but a feeling 
of eternal calm and peace. The realm of happiness and sorrow is kind of 
like a hill or a ball thrown in the air; what goes up must come down, 
for happiness there has to be sorrow. Moksha is the fine middle ground 
between these, in which you feel constantly at peace. And practicing the 
Gita and renouncing your actions free you from the pair of opposites, as 
demonstrated by the example about the tests. 

In conclusion, I believe that the Bhagavad-Gita and its teachings are 
profound and meaningful. Although many other people ask for scientific 
proof to believe in the scriptures and currently there isn’t a single scientific 
theorem or law or even evidence that can fundamentally prove its teachings, 
the Gita is extremely applicable to our lives as well as being very scientific 
and logical in its nature. All in all, this class gave me an understanding 
of Hinduism. For many people who aren’t Hindus, and even for many 
who are, Hinduism seems to be nothing more than just a bunch of stories 
and myths of blue men with peacock feathers and flutes, or monkeys 
that can fly, this is simply not true. Our religion is about much more, 
about principles and living as a good person, and it is very logical and 
philosophical, and even extremely scientific. Through this class, I was able 
to gain a deeper understanding of my religion, of life and our role in life. 
And for that I am thankful
